protection person

» Engage with the designated person about
whether this information needs to be shared,
and if so with whom, including consideration
of the Named Person

* Ensure all this information is accurately
recorded, with reasons for any decision
reached

* If you cannot contact the designated person
and there are immediate concerns for the
child's safety, contact social work g
yourself

ou can call the police on 101 if
ou think a crime has been
committed.

You can also contact
Aberdeenshire Social Work if you
are concerned about harm to a
child from physical punishment.
Another option is to

contact Crimestoppers on 0800
555 111 to report a crime
anonymously. They'll pass the
information about the crime to the
police.

Or, as has always been the case,
you can call 999 if a child or young
person is in immediate danger.
